-Scholarship Information-
PURPOSE:  
The Peter Jensen Scholarship was established in remembrance of an NJIT student who lost his life through a senseless act of violence in 1970. Peter was a member of the Pi Kappa Phi Fraternity and was very involved in Greek life. Hence, preference is given to active members of NJIT’s Greek community. The scholarship was also created to support the goals of our organization and as a means to recognize and to provide an educational opportunity for an individual within the Greek community. This scholarship is designed to offer assistance to an academically qualified student who is pursuing a Bachelor’s or Master’s degree at New Jersey Institute of Technology.

AWARD:
The scholarship will be awarded to two students annually with installments in the fall semester and spring semester of each academic year. The amount of each scholarship will be $500.00 ($250.00 per semester) for the 2013-2014 Academic Year.

SELECTION COMMITTEE:
Alumni members of the Pi Kappa Phi Board of Overseers will be responsible for the review and administration of all aspects of the scholarship.  A committee, consisting of not less than 4 representatives and a chairman, selected by the Overseers will perform the annual functions required.
Duties of the Selection Committee will include:
· Review and evaluate all aspects of the scholarship and recommend changes as appropriate.

· Establish criteria, if other than described below.

· Develop all communication pieces.

· Establish and execute a communication plan.

· Receive applications.

· Select the recipient for the scholarship.

· Award the scholarship.

· Monitor the progress of the student throughout the term of the scholarship.

CRITERIA:
A. Must be a Full Time BS or MS student in good standing at NJIT.
B. Must be active in Greek life as a member of a recognized Fraternity or Sorority 

C. Must be active within their chosen Greek Organization.

D. Must be active in other campus activities.

E. Must maintain a Grade Point Average (GPA) not less than 2.50.

F. Financial need may be a consideration for award.

Preference will be given to members of the Pi Kappa Phi Fraternity and to others affiliated with Greek organizations at NJIT. The scholarship may be awarded in subsequent years to the same student, provided that the student remains qualified, and at the discretion of the Selection Committee.
APPLICATION PROCESS:

A completed application form must be submitted by each candidate, accompanied by at least two letters of reference.  The Scholarship Committee will execute the communication plan and appropriately distribute the application forms in a timely fashion to meet established deadlines. Upon selection as a scholarship recipient, the student should be prepared to participate in any awards ceremony that would be appropriate.
